There are several high level commands: FOLLOW someone, GO
somewhere, RUN somewharae (doesn't describe the route), FIND
someane, KILL someone, WAIT FOR someone and WAIT FOR number,
And the game knows severel callective nouns, so you can type
things 11?43 TAKE ALL BUT THE BELL. Press any key to break out of
these multi-stage commands.

Feople can be asked questions, CENTAUR, TELL ME ABOUT YOURSELF
and given complex commands if friendly (see back of box). Several
of the puzzles in the game can only be solved by a group of people.

AGAIN repeats a commeand, BEIEF and VEEBOSE control the amount
of text, WORDS and PICTURES turn grﬁphics on and of f, UNDO takes
back the last move (and can be used many times in succession on
larger micros), SAVE and RESTORE save your position on disk or
tepe and RAM SAVE and RAM RESTORE do the same in memory.

Lerger micros have an editar to recell previous commends for
editing and re-entry. It uses the cursor keys end delete. Try it

On Amiga, Mac and ST, use the mouse to move the picture up end
down; on CEMG64 and Amstrad use cursor keys (possibly shifted).
