Just rest for a while and stamina
will recover, Keeping the slamina level 1oo low for long periods of time can
result in health loss,

The Condition, Nutrition and Hydration imsters are just below the health
indicator. Thase bars will go down over time. Raise condition by resting in your
tent. Reise nutrtion by using a daily ration or sell-healing meal, Raise hydration
by drinking water from the hydration bladder,

The Wind Indicator ai the top nght of the sereen helpa you keep track of the
direction the wind is blowing. ‘You will always want to stay downwind from your
game so your scant will not be detected

You can easily chack your Stealth by locking at the Stealth Meter at the
bottam right of the screan. Stealth is how noficeable you are to animals

If your firearm or bow s readied, the game sereen will show how much ammurition
you have loaded and how much you have total. Ammunition is mited to what you
purchasad before the hunt, s be sure not ta be frivelous with your ammunition, you
may run into a siuation where having nona leads to your demise,

GAME MODES

Northern California - The climate of California is
characterized by cool to mild winters and, excep! in tha
hegh mountains, warm o hot summers. When hunting in
the mountainous areas, one i advised to bring adequate
shelter and clathing,

Quebec is the second largast provinee in Canada. The
richly forasted land is filled with rounded hills, carved out
leng ago by glaciers.

Tanzania is considerad the finest safari destination in
Africa, offering greal hunting locations such as the Selous
game raserve. The counlry's wilderness lacks fences
completely, thus allowing the game to move wherevar the
conditions seem mosl altractive,

B Wisconsin terrain ranges from the gently rolling hills

of the Eastern Ridgss and Lowlands to the braken Bad
River canyon,

Zimbabwe is part of the greal plateau which traverses
Africa and lies whally within the tropics. The climate is
temperate, but the winter montha can be cold and thoze
hunting during these montha should make sure they
have warm clothing,
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WILDLIFE IN DANGEROUS HUNTS

'~ Bighorn Sheep - You had better have sure feat and a reliable
pair of ootz if you're after bighorn sheap, These sure-footed
mountain dwellars have a range that stratches thraugh the
Rocky Mountaing from Mexico to British Columbia. In order
to avoid predators, including humans, bighorn spend much of their time in the
gafety of hards that migrate up and down rocky slopes. ridges, cliffs and deep
CANYONS.

Black Bear - With a range that stiretches throughout much of
the lower 48 states, Canada and on into Alaska, black bear
ancounters with people are not uncommon, Whila not as ill-
tempered as their much larger cousin the grizely, black bears
have been known to attack when they believe a persan is & threat to their cubs
or when in search of food

Kodiak Brown Bear - Found exclusively on Kodiak and other
nearby Islanda off the coasl of Alaska, the Kodiak brown bear is
actually a subspecies of the mainland-dwelling grizzly. Like the
grizzly, it is easily recognized by its immaense size and distinclive
shouldar hump, s favorite sources of food include everything fram roots and
barrias to fish and deer. And because a full-grown adult can weigh maore than
1,000 Ihe,, it takes 4 lot of food to fuel this eating machine.

Cape Buffalo - The cape buffalo's short temper combined with
ita massive size have earned it the mckname “Black Death”

Its massive horns are an indicabion of both age and gendsr,
because fernales and young males lack the hard shielding that
protecis tha basa of the skull in large adult males, Cape buffalo are extremely
social and live in large, mixed herds that graze on tall coarse grasses, and play
avital role in tha ecolagy of the African grasslands,

Caribou - Naorth American carioou, which are now considerad
" 1o be the same species as tha domesticated European reindeer,

are highly migratory. Herds often travel hundreds of miles

between summer and winter ranges. And if you're planning

ta hunt them you had betler dress warm, bacause they are

frequently found reaming the tundra of far Northern Cannda and Alaska,

Coyote - Whila the distinclive howl of the covote is often
. asaocatad with tha YWest, this much amaller cousin o the well
(I Ll has extendad its range to include almost every state in the lower
48, as wall as most provinces in Canada and even as far north

as Alaska, Unlike wolves, coyotes typically hunt alane and are rarely sean
travaling in groups.

Canada, Ihe dall sheep is extremely wary of hunters and flees
at the slightest hint of danger, Because grazing patches in the
rough country they inhabil are few and far between, herds of
dall sheep will travel up to 40 miles along routes used for thousands of yeara
just ta find food.

Dulker - The duiker (pronounced “die-ker’) is the most widely
digtriuted Afrcan antelope, This vast distribution has resulted in
several subspecies with distinct differences. However all typically

stand about 20 inches at the shoulder, have shor atraight horms
that never grow longer than the length of the head and a long tuft of hair that grows
batwean the homs and often conceals them completely. They derive their name
fram the Cutch word for diver, most lkely becausa thay will plunge head first into
thick cover when disturbed

Elk - Spend some lime in the Rocky Mountaing in September
and you'll hear the distinctive bugle of the bull elk, This haunting
gound is his way of letting his nvals know who is boss duning

the mating season I anather bull bugles back, he answers the
challenge in an antler-clashing, head-to-head battle for dominance er by simply
chaging him off. An adult male can weigh up to 1,100 lbs., but is capable of
running ovar rough terrain at 35 mph, making him extremely alusivie 10 hunters,

Gemsbok - Primarily found in South Africa. gemsbek ara
members of the oryx family, They're easily recognized by
{ ] their lowering homns that can grow to mare than 40 inches in

height, Howavar, these pointed horns are mora than decorative
headgear. The gemsbok is a capable fighter wha has been known to impale an I
attacking lion

A ==~ Dall Sheep - Exclusively found in Alaska and Northern
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Grizzly Bear - Capable of growing 1o more than 10 fi. tall

and weighing up to 1,700 |bs., the grizzly is truly the-reigning

royalty of North America's bears. This species gets its name

fram a word meaning “grayish” and “mspiring horron” both are
fitting monikers for this fearsome carnivera. These massive eaters will feed
on averything from berries to livestock and normally avoid direct contact with
peole

Hyena - The hyena has earned a reputation as a wily scavenger
that lives on the leftovers fram ancther animal's kill, But what
many pecple don't realize ig that thay are also skillul hunters

that have little fear of much larger animals and maintain a
conatant battle with other predators on the savannahs of Africa for the food
they naed o survive. Hyenas live in territorial social groups called clans that
ara dominated by females and can reach up to 70 members,

Impala - One of the most graceful members of the antelops
family, impala usually travel in large herds. In these nomadic
groups a single ram can have a harem of up to 20 ewes. Whan
impala are in the area, hunters also nead to be alert for prowfing
Imn.s and leopards, who often fallow hards in search of o maal. With this kind
of caompany constantly 1agging along, it's no wonder impalas have developed
the abilty to leap 35 fi in 8 single bound.

Kudu - Natve to saveral Alrican countrias, the kudu (divided
into greater and lesser subspecies) is easily recognized by its
gray-brown coal, a shaggy mana on its neck and a series of
\ white vertical stripes on each side of its body, Because they are
not fast runners like antelops, they use their unique markings to blend in with
thick cover, The magnificent spiraling horna are grown by the males only and
are rarely used offensively. The horns of the greater kudu can grow to more
than 50 inches in height.

Leopards - Found throughout most of Africa and Asia, the
Lﬁ lecpard is & powerful and agile hunter, It stalks its prey then

leaps or dashes at the vietm, which is dispatched by a bite lo

the neck. In eastern Africa, the carcass is fraquently brought up
into A tree to protect i frem scavengers, Primanly nocturnal, the leopard has

enormous eyes that dilate allowing it to see in total darkness,

Mountain Lion - The most widely destributed cat the Americas,
the mountain licn prowls the high country frem Ganada down to
Argenting. Capable of pouncing on pray from up to 20 ft. away.
it prefars 1o feed on large mammals and kills them with a single
quick bite to the neck. Whare deer are cemmon, a mountain lion may kill one
par week, leaving his leflovers in a buried cache that he will return to several
fimes whan hungry,

Moose - The least social bul largeat membar of the dear clan,
moose can weigh up to 1,800 Ibs. and can measura 7 fi. at
the shoulder., While ile long gangly lags give it an awkward

appearance, a moose is capable of running up to 35 mph, Bul
what's even more impressive is s ability to swim at speeds up 1o 8 mph. In
fact, it takes only a couple wesks for a newborn calf to take to the water,

Mountain Goats - Perhapa the moat sure-footad of all heofed
m animals, the mountamn goat 1s capable of easily scrambling up
A rocky slopes and maneuvering through erags where prowling
it predators cannat follow. Both the males and femalas have
airaight. sharp horns that meazure up to 10 inches. And don't think only the

males know how o use them, Females guarding their young have been known
o impale mourtain hons and waolves.

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‘Mule Deer - Namad for its huge ears that are capable of
moving indapendantly and almost constanly, the mule dear haa
a powerful sensa of hearing that allows them to detect danger
over lang distances, Thay'ra sametimes called “jurmnping dear’
because they will bound away with a sliff-legged hop when threatened.

Polar Bear - The polar bear's white coat is mare than just &
camouflaging teol, It insulates against the cold and channels
ultraviolet light to the skin for heat absorption. The most
carnivorous of the North Amencan bears, it lives off a diet
of seals, birds, bird aggs, fish and the occasional stranded whale. Bacauze
much of iis diet comes from the water, the polar bear is a strong swimmer,
capable of holding its breath for long periads of time and swimming at speeds
exceeding 6 mph - quite a feat considering they can weigh up to 1,100 Ibs




Pronghorn - Often called an antelope or a goat, the pronghorm

iz actually neithar. It is the remnant of an ancient family of Narth

American plains animalz. Tha harns that give them their name

Lk are made up of a sheath that gets shed annually, a skin and a

bony core. Both sexes grow homs, but the males are usually more praminent.
At ane paind, there were only 15,000 pronghorns lefl in North America,
However, they have rebounded, and today number abouwt 750,000 over a
range that stretches from MNew Mexico to Montana.

< Rhino - Rhinos have keen senses of smell and hearng, but
" becausa thair eyes are located on either side of thay must peer
firsl with one eye, then with the other, severely imiting their vision
So when a rhino catches the scent of a human or anylhing else unfamitiar, i

after will charge first and investigate later. Mowaver, this jumpy nature often
leads them to charge things like trees and rocks, mistaking them as threats.

Whitetall - It's no secret amongst hunters that the fleet-footed
whitetail deer, which can hit speeds of up to 36 mph, is a good
runner. But what many don't realize is it has an amazing ability
to elude predators by swimming. lts winter coat iz made ug

of hollow hairs that are so buoyant, they will keep a full-grown deer afloal,
This prolific game animal is found across the United States. Whila they thriva
in rural and densely wooded araas, whitetall deer have adapled to human
encroachment and ara often spotted in heavily populated areas.

Wild Bear - Originally brought to North America from
Garmany and Russa, wild boars have becorme prelific in the
Southeast as well as parts of California. Voracious eaters, wild
boars feed primarily on roots, acorns, fruits and barries, but also
have been known 10 eat crayfish, frogs, snakes, salamanders, mice, eggs and
young rabbits. All this eating results in adults that can tip the scales at 440 |bs,

Wolf - & symbal of the Northwoods, the wolf was actually found
in almost all the lower 48 states just a few hundred years ago, But
i.L m an ever-expanding population base has forced wolf populations o

the ramate regions of Canada and Alaska. Reintroducthion projects
in the Rocky Mountaing have proven successful and it isn't uncomman 1o hear the
lonesame howl of a gray wolf in Mantana and Wyoming

Zebra - To peopls all zebras lock pretty much the same. But a

zebra is actually able o recognize members of ite own family

just by their stripes - an important ability for these nemadic hard

animals, Like horses, zebrag' eyes are set back in the skull for a
wide field of vision. In fact, thair Dnl:,r blind spot is directly behind them, which
iz why bons and other pradators often attack them from the rear,
